Viviendo El Bautizado

Todo ser humano es criatura de Dios, pero no
todos son hijos de Dios. Solo el Bautismo nos
da esta gracia. La segunda lectura de hoy
(Colosenses 3,1-5, 9-11) nos recuerda de nuestro
Bautismo: “Porque hemos muerto, nuestra vida
esta con Cristo escondida en Dios.” Al ser
sumergidos en el agua del Bautismo, fuimos
sepultados con Cristo, “dando muerte a todo lo
terreno que hay en nosotros.” Y al salir del
agua, salimos como “nueva criatura” en Cristo
Resucitado. Por el Bautismo, el pecado original
fue borrado, fuimos regenerados como hijos
adoptivos de Dios, y transformados en templos
del Espiritu Santo. Por lo tanto, el llamado de
cada Bautizado es de “aspirar a los bienes de
arriba, no a los de la tierra.” ; Que significa
esto? Esto significa amar a Dios sobre todas las
cosas, de tal manera que todo cuanto se trate de
Dios, o es de Dios, tenga prioridad en nuestra
vida. También significa tener deseo de Dios, y
deseo de solo agradar a Dios, a través de cada
pensamiento, palabra y obra. Es de esta manera
que viviremos bien este llamado de cada
Bautizado, y nos aseguramos de hacernos ricos,
no ante el mundo, sino ante Dios. (Lucas 12,21)

Living Our Baptism

Every human being is a creature of God, but not
everyone is a child of God. It is only through
Baptism that we receive this grace. Today's
second reading (Colossians 3,1-5, 9-11) reminds
us of our Baptism: “Because you have died, your
life is hidden with Christ in God.” When we
were immersed in the waters of Baptism, we
were buried with Christ, “putting to death, then,
the parts of us that are earthly.” And in rising
from the waters of Baptism, we rose as “a new
creature” in the Risen Christ. Through Baptism,
original sin was erased, we were reborn as
adopted children of God, and we were
transformed into temples of the Holy Spirit.
Therefore, the calling of every person baptized
is to “aspire to the things that are above, not the
things that are upon the earth.” What does this
mean? This means to love God above all things,
by making everything that relates to God, or is
of God, the greatest priority in our lives. It also
means to desire God, and to desire only to please
God, through every thought, word, and action.
By doing this, we live well this calling of every
person baptized, and we make sure to become
rich, not in what matters to the world, but in
what matters to God. (Luke 12,21)
