/ La Sabiduria

“Los pensamientos de los mortales son [inseguros], y
nuestros razonamientos son falibles,” (Sab 9,14) nos dice en
la primera lectura de hoy. La Palabra de Dios no solo nos dice
que la sabiduria del hombre es limitada, insegura, y puede
equivocarse, sino que es diferente a la Sabiduria de Dios.
“:Dénde esta el sabio? (Donde esté el escriba? ¢ Donde esta
el sofista de nuestros tiempos? ¢No ha convertido Dios en
necedad la sabiduria del mundo? Y como, en la Sabiduria de
Dios, el mundo no lo conoci6 por el camino de su sabiduria
[humana], quiso Dios valerse de la necedad de la predicacion,
para salvar a los creyentes.” (1 Cor 1,20-21) La sabiduria
humana solo entretiene, y a veces impresiona, pero hace muy
poco bien al alma. Al contrario, la Sabiduria Divina busca
consolar, exhortar y santificar al ser humano, y aumenta la fe,
la esperanza y el amor. Cuando el cristiano confia demasiado
en su sabiduria humana, corre el riesgo de encerrarse a la
Sabiduria divina. En Mateo 11,25, Jesus oraba: “Yo te
bendigo, Padre, Sefior del cielo y de la tierra, porque has
escondido estas cosas a sabios y entendidos y se las has
revelado a la gente sencilla.” Un corazon atento que, con
humildad, reconoce que “apenas conocemos las cosas
terrenas y con trabajo encontramos lo que estd a mano” (Sab
9:16) recibira la Sabiduria de Dios. El que la desea sera
escuchado, porque “facilmente la contemplan los que la aman
y la encuentran los que la buscan.” (Sab 6:12)

Wisdom

In today's first reading we hear that “the deliberations of
mortals are timid, and unsure are our plans.” (Wis 9,14)
God's Word not only tells us that human wisdom is

limited, timid, and fallible, but also that it's different from
God's Wisdom. “Where is the wise one? Where is the scribe?
Where is the debater of this age? Has not

God made the wisdom of the world foolish? For since in the
Wisdom of God the world did not come to know God through
[human] wisdom, it was the Will of God through the
foolishness of the proclamation to save those who have
faith.” (1 Cor. 1, 20-21) Human wisdom only entertains, and
sometimes impresses, but does very little good to the human
soul. On the contrary, the Wisdom of God seeks to console,
exhort and sanctify the human soul, as well as to increase its
faith, hope and love. When a Christian trusts too much in his
human wisdom, he runs the risk of closing himself to the
Wisdom of God. In Mt. 11,25, Jesus prayed: “I give praise to
you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, for although You have
hidden these things from the wise and the learned You have
revealed them to the childlike.” A humble, attentive heart that
realizes that “scarce do we guess the things on earth, and
what's within our grasp we find with difficulty”’(Wis 9,6)

will receive God's Wisdom. Whoever desires Her will be
heard, because “she is readily perceived by those who

love her, and found by those who seek her.” ( Wis 6,12)
