En Malaquias 3,10 nos dice nuestro Padre Celestial,
“Entreguen, pues, la décima parte de todo lo que tienen al
tesoro del Templo, para que haya alimentos en Mi casa.
Traten después de probarme, dice Yavé de los ejércitos, para
ver si les abro las compuertas del cielo o si derramo para
ustedes la lluvia bendita hasta la Gltima gota.” Y en Génesis
28,20-22, vemos que Jacob habia entregado la décima parte
de todo lo que tenia a Dios, y el Sefior cumplio esta Su
Promesa. jTambién el Sefior cumplira Su Promesa contigo!
La Iglesia Catolica no obliga a sus fieles a dar el diezmo, pero
La Iglesia Catolica siempre lo ha recomendado, porque Dios
merece lo mejor de nosotros.

$100 semanal, o $20 si ganamos $200. jEsto es muy poco
comparado con lo que Dios se merece!

Tithing

In Malachi 3,10, our Heavenly Father says, “Turn over

into the Temple treasury the tenth part (your tithe) of all,
that there may be food in My House. Then you may test
me, says Yahweh of hosts, to see if | will not open the

gates of heaven and bring blessed rain to you up to the

last drop.” And in Genesis 28, 20-22, we see that Jacob
turned over the tenth (offered his tithe) and God fulfilled
His Promise. God will also fulfill this Promise with you!
The Catholic Church doesn’t require the faithful to tithe,
but has always recommended it because God deserves the
best from us. When we tithe, we give 10% of what we have.
(i.e. we give $10 if we earn $100 weekly; $20 if we earn
$200, etc...) This is nothing compare to what God deserves!
This is a pleasing way of giving thanks to God for what He
gives us. By tithing, we also show we worry more about His
things than ours. “Charge the rich not to trust in the
uncertainty of riches, but in the living God (who gives us
abundantly all things to enjoy) To do good, to be rich in good
work, to give easily...” (1Timothy 6,17-18a)

Let us give more generously to our parish. God & His
Church needs it. Be motivated! Today, put to test in your
life the Promise of God concerning tithes, and God will

tell you, “see if I will not open the gates of heaven and
bring Blessed Rain to you up to the last drop.”
