La Justicia

El Catecismo Catolico (#1807) define la justicia como

“la virtud moral que consiste en la constante y firme voluntad
de dar a Dios y al préjimo lo que les es debido.” Es justo
darle a Dios todo nuestro corazon. Esta virtud nos hace

gue “levantemos nuestro corazén” hacia el Sefior. El
sacerdote dice en la Misa, “demos gracias al Sefior,

nuestro Dios” y respondemos, “es justo y necesario,”

pues es nuestro deber y salvacion darle gracias. Pero la
justicia que es debida hacia Dios debe ir unida a la

justicia debida hacia el préjimo. Una no puede existir sin

la otra. El Evangelio (Lc 16,19-31) nos habla de un

hombre muy rico, y de Lazaro, un hombre muy pobre.
Después que mueren, L&zaro es llevado por los angeles al
seno de Abraham, y el hombre rico, que fue injusto, va al
lugar de castigo. La riqueza no es la causa de la

condenacién del hombre rico, sino la injusticia hacia su
préjimo. La dignidad y la vida humana han de ser

respetada y defendida desde la concepcidn hasta la

muerte natural. Cada ser humano merece tener todo lo
necesario para vivir una vida dignamente. Teniendo el

poder y los medios de hacerlo, el rico no le dio al pobre

lo que necesitaba y cuando lo necesitaba. La Palabra nos
dice “Busquen la justicia, respeten los derechos al

oprimido, hagan justicia al huérfano y defiendan a la
viuda." (Is 1,17) También nos recuerda que “practicar

la justicia y el derecho vale méas ante Yavé que los
sacrificios.” (Prov. 21,3)

Justice

The Catholic Catechism (#1807) defines justice, as “the
moral virtue that consists in the constant and firm will to give
their due to God and neighbor.” It is right (just) to give God
all our heart. This virtue calls us to “lift up our hearts” to the
Lord. During Mass the priest says, “let us give thanks to the
Lord our God,” and we reply, “it is right (just) to give Him
thanks and praise,” because it is our duty and our salvation to
do so. However, justice toward others must accompany
justice toward God. One cannot exist without the other. The
Gospel (Lk 16,19-31) tells of a rich man, and of a poor man
named Lazarus. When they died, Lazarus was carried away
by angels to the bosom of Abraham, and the rich man, who
was unjust, went to the netherworld. The rich man was not
condemned because of his wealth, but because of his injustice
toward his neighbor. The dignity and the life of the human
person must be respected and defended from conception until
natural death. Every human person deserves to have all that is
necessary to live a life with dignity. Having the power and
means to do so, the rich man did not give Lazarus what he
needed and when he needed it. The Word says, “Make justice
your aim: redress the wronged, hear the orphan's plea,
defend the widow.” (Is 1,17) We are also reminded that “To
do what is right and just is more acceptable to the Lord than
sacrifice.” (Prov. 21,3)
