OCTOBER 14, 2007 
 

La Obediencia 
Lo único que Adán y Eva tenían que hacer para quedarse en 
el Paraíso era obedecer a Dios. Sin embargo, ellos le 
desobedecieron, y por eso pecaron, sufrieron y luego 
murieron. Nos hacemos daño cuando desobedecemos a Dios, 
porque El nos manda lo que es para nuestro mayor bien. 
Escuchamos en la primera lectura (2 Re 5:14-17) de Naamán, 
el leproso, que recibió una orden de bañarse siete veces en el 
Jordán para ser sanado. Naamán se había enojado porque 
quería ser sanado a su manera, deseando que Eliseo le tocara 
la parte enferma al invocar a Dios. Sin embargo, tenía que 
obedecer al profeta de Dios para ser sanado, y cuando esto 
hizo, “su carne quedó limpia como la de un niño.” La 
obediencia es la sumisión a la autoridad de Dios. Es escuchar 
y someterse libremente a la palabra de Dios. Es la virtud que 
ejerció la Virgen cuando le dijo al Ángel: “Aquí está la 
esclava del Señor; hágase en mí según tu palabra.” (Lc 1:38) 
En el Evangelio (Lc 17:11-19), Jesús le ordena a diez 
leprosos a presentarse a los sacerdotes aunque era prohibido 
hacer esto teniendo la lepra. Aunque todavía veían su 
enfermedad, ellos decidieron obedecer ciegamente a Jesús. 
Por su obediencia quedaron limpios de la lepra mientras iban 
de camino. Por obedecer a Dios, a Su Santa Iglesia Católica, 
a Su Santa Palabra, y a Sus profetas, “vendrán sobre ti y te 
alcanzarán todas las bendiciones siguientes...” (Leer 
Deuteronomio 28:1-14) 

Obedience 
If Adam and Eve would have obeyed God, they would 
have remained in Paradise. However, they disobeyed 
Him, and as a result, they sinned, suffered, and later died. We 
harm ourselves when we disobey the Lord, because He 
commands us what is ultimately for our own good. In the first 
reading(2 Kings 5:14-17) we hear of Naaman the leper, who 
received an order to wash himself seven times in the Jordan 
to be healed. He became angry because he wanted Elisha to 
move his holy hands over the ill spot while invoking God for 
his health. However, Naaman needed to obey God's Word 
through the prophet in order to receive healing, and when he 
did, “his flesh became again like the flesh of a little child, 
and he was clean.” Obedience is submission to the authority 
of God. It is listening and submitting freely to the word of 
God. It is the virtue that the Blessed Virgin Mary exercised 
when she said to the Angel: “Behold, I am the handmaid of 
the Lord. May it be done to me according to your word.” 
 (Lk 1:38) In the Gospel (Lk 17:11-19), Jesus ordered ten 
lepers to show themselves to the priests. It was prohibited to 
do this if a person had leprosy. However, they decided to 
blindly obey Jesus, despite the fact that their illness was still 
visible. They were cleansed as they were going, because they 
obeyed. When you obey God, His Holy Catholic Church, His 
Word, and His prophets, “all these blessings will come upon 
you and overwhelm you...” 
(Read Deuteronomy 28:1-14)
