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Dios Te Llama Por Tu Nombre

En el Evangelio de hoy (Lc 19:1-10), escuchamos de un
hombre, que era jefe de publicanos y rico, llamado

Zaqueo. El queria conocer a Jesus. Seguramente habia

oido hablar del poder, la sabiduria y la bondad del Sefior.
Aunque no lo conocia, Jesus si lo conocia a él. Como jefe de
publicanos, este hombre no era puro ni justo, pues se habia
hecho rico de manera injusta. A pesar de que Zaqueo no vivia
segun el significado hebreo de su nombre, Dios queria
hacerlo “puro y justo™ y salvarlo. De entre tanta gente que
estaban presente, Jesus levanta los ojos para mirarlo solo a él
y lo llama por su nombre: “Zaqueo, bajate pronto, porque
hoy tengo que hospedarme en tu casa.” Zaqueo (que puede
ser abreviatura de Zacarias, que significa “Dios se acordd”)
recibe el llamado de la salvacion con alegria.

Dios nos llama por nuestro nombre y nos pide que

bajemos del arbol y de cualquier otra cosa que nos esté
separando de El. Dios quiere quedarse con nosotros y

quiere que nos quedemos con El por medio de una vida de
gracia y amistad con El. Su alegria es cuando una persona no
solo se llama cristiano, sino que vive como cristiano. Dios
tiene un plan para cada bautizado, y solo en Dios se descubre
y se vive ese plan que nos dard la verdadera paz y alegria que
tanto buscamos. “Y ahora, asi te habla Yavé, que te ha
creado, Jacob, o que te ha formado, Israel. No temas, porque
yo te he rescatado; te he llamado por tu nombre, t0 eres
mio.”(Isaias 43)

God Calls You By Name

In today's Gospel (Lk 19:1-10), we hear of man named
Zacchaeus, who was a chief tax collector and a rich man. He
wanted to meet Jesus. Most likely he heard someone talk
about the Lord's power, wisdom and goodness. Although
Zacchaeus did not know Him, Jesus knew him. Zacchaeus
was an impure and unjust man who, as chief of tax collectors,
became rich in unjust ways. Even though he did not live
according to the Hebrew meaning of his name, God wanted to
make Zacchaeus “pure and just™ and save him. Jesus was
among many people that day. However, He looked up to
focus only on Zacchaeus, and to call him by name saying:
*““Zacchaeus, come down quickly, for today | must stay at your
house." Zacchaeus (which could be an abbreviated version of
Zechariah, which means “God has remembered”’) receives
the calling of salvation with joy. God calls us by name, and
hopes we “come down from the tree” or whatever else is
separating us from Him. The Lord wants to stay with us and
He wants us to stay with Him through a life of grace and
friendship with Him. His joy is when a person not only calls
himself a Christian, but lives as a Christian. God has a plan
for every baptized person and that plan, which includes our
true peace and happiness, can only be discovered and lived in
God. “But now, thus says the LORD, who created you, O
Jacob, and formed you, O Israel: Fear not, for | have
redeemed you; | have called you by name: you are mine.”
(Isaiah 43)
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Zacchaeus stood there and said to the Lord, ""Behold,
half of my possessions, Lord, I shall give to the poor,
and if I have extorted anything from anyone I shall

repay it four times over.” - Lk 19:8
