La Epifania del Sefior, celebra la manifestacion al
mundo del Rey de los Judios, Jesucristo el Hijo de Dios
que por nosotros acaba de nacer. Escuchamos (Mt 2:1-
12) que algunos Magos del Oriente fueron para adorar al
recién nacido, el Divino Nifio Jesus. Siendo Dios y
vestido de gloria en el cielo, El se viste de pobreza
haciéndose nifio. En Su apariencia de Nifio se esconde
Su naturaleza divina (El que no solo es nifio, sino
nuestro Dios) asi como en la apariencia de pan y vino se
esconde Su naturaleza humana y divina, donde ya no es
pan y vino, sino nuestro Sefior, Su cuerpo, sangre, alma,
y divinidad.

Esta fiesta nos recuerda algo muy importante: Dios se
sigue manifestando hoy. En aquel momento de gran
oscuridad, Dios hizo aparecer en el cielo aquella estrella
brillante que anunciaba la presencia de Dios. En
aquellos momentos de gran necesidad, el Sefior surgira
una sefial manifestando Su presencia e intervencion en
la vida de la persona que se siente confundida, insegura,
vacia, sola y sin direccion, pero sin embargo, espera en
el Sefior. La adoracion de los Magos a Jesus prefigura el
hecho de que todos adoraran a Jesucristo al final de los
tiempos. Nuestro llamado es adorarlo desde ahora en
espiritu y en verdad, y ofrecerle algo mas que oro,
incienso y mirra; ofrecerle todo nuestro corazon, nuestra
alma, nuestra mente, y nuestro ser.

God Manifests Himself Today

Today's feast, the Epiphany of the Lord, celebrates the
manifestation of the newborn King of the Jews, Jesus

Christ the Son of God, to the world. We hear (Mt 2:1-12) that
magi from the east went to adore the Divine Infant Jesus.
Though He is God and was dressed in glory in Heaven, He
chooses to dress Himself in poverty by becoming a child. In
His appearance as a child is hidden His divine nature (He
who is not only a child, but our God), just as in the
appearance of bread and wine is

hidden His human and divine nature, where it is not bread
and wine anymore, but our Lord, His body, blood, soul and
divinity. This feast reminds us of something very important:
God continues to manifests Himself today. In that moment of
great darkness, the Lord made a star appear in the sky which
announced the presence of God. In those moments of great
need, the Lord will rise up a sign manifesting His presence
and intervention in the lives of those who feel confuse,
insecure, empty, lonely and without direction, but nonetheless
wait for the Lord. The adoration of the magi to Jesus
prefigures the fact that all will adore Jesus at the end of time.
Our calling is to adore Him from this moment on in spirit and
in truth, and to offer Him something more than gold,
frankincense and myrrh: to offer Him all our heart, our soul,
our mind, and our being.
