JANUARY 13, 2008 
 

La Misión de Jesús 
Jesús no tenía necesidad de ser bautizado. Sin embargo, El 
va humildemente a San Juan Bautista a ser bautizado con 
ese bautismo que era destinado a los pecadores. El Mesías, 
siendo libre de pecado, se somete libremente a ser 
bautizado para manifestar Su identidad a todos. El 
Evangelio nos cuenta que “Al salir Jesús del agua, una 
vez bautizado, se le abrieron los cielos y vio al Espíritu de 
Dios que descendía sobre Él en forma de paloma, y oyó 
una voz que decía desde el cielo:'Este es mi Hijo muy 
amado, en quien tengo Mis complacencias.'” (Mt 3,13-17) 
Jesús comienza Su vida publica manifestando que El es 
aquel de quien se escribe en la primera lectura (Is 42:1-4, 
6-7): “Miren a mi Siervo a quien sostengo, a Mi elegido, 
en quien tengo Mis complacencias. En Él he puesto Mi 
Espíritu...” El Espíritu que descendió sobre la Virgen para 
que concibiera por Su obra desciende en forma de paloma 
sobre Jesús para ungirlo, según La Voz se lo había 
comunicado anteriormente al Bautista: “Aquel sobre quien 
veas que baja y se posa el Espíritu Santo, ése es el que ha 
de bautizar con el Espíritu Santo.” (Jn 1:33b) “La voz del 
Señor es potente, la voz del Señor es magnífica,” (Salmo 
29[28]:4) y esa voz, que es la del Padre, en un silencio de 
oración, se escucha en lo profundo del corazón de las 
personas que desean conocer los pensamientos de Dios. 
Jesús comienza y cumple Su misión escuchando y 
obedeciendo la voz de nuestro Padre Celestial. 
Jesus' Mission 
Jesus did not need to be baptized. However, He humbly 
goes to St. John the Baptist to be baptized with that 
baptism intended for sinners. The Messiah, being without 
sin, submits freely to be baptized in order to manifest His 
identity to all. The Gospel tells us that “After Jesus was 
baptized, he came up from the water and behold, the 
heavens were opened for him, and he saw the Spirit of 
God descending like a dove and coming upon him. And a 
voice came from the heavens, saying, 'This is my beloved 
Son, with whom I am well pleased.'” (Mt 3,13-17) Jesus 
begins His public life manifesting that He is the One of 
whom it is written in today's first reading (Is 42:1-4, 6-7): 
“Here is my servant whom I uphold, my chosen one with 
whom I am pleased, upon whom I have put my spirit...” 
The Spirit who descended upon the Blessed Virgin so that 
through His power she may conceive is the same Spirit 
that descends like a dove upon Jesus to anoint Him, 
fulfilling what the Voice had previously told the Baptist: 
“On whomever you see the Spirit come down and remain, 
He is the one who will baptize with the Holy Spirit.” (Jn 
1:33b) “The voice of the Lord is mighty; the voice of the 
Lord is majestic,” (Psalm 29:4) and that voice, which is 
the Father's, in a prayerful silence, is heard in the depths 
of the heart of those who desire to know the thoughts of 
God. Jesus begins and fulfills His mission listening to, and 
obeying, the voice of our Heavenly Father.
