Lenten Regulations 2008

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of
fast and abstinence.
Fridays in Lent are days of abstinence.

Lenten Fast and Abstinence — During the Season
of Lent, the Church urges all the faithful to reflect a
spirit in penance in their day life through
performing acts of fast and abstinence.

“Fasting” requires that only one full meal
be taken per day. Two other smaller meals may be
taken during the day to maintain physical strength,
but these two meals together should not equal a full
meal in quantity. Fasting obliges all those who
have reached the age of 18 and continues to oblige
until age 59. Those not specifically obliged to fast
are encouraged to join in the discipline of fasting to
the extent that they are able.

“Abstinence” prohibits individuals from
eating, meat on a particular day. Abstinence
obliges all those who have reached the age of 14
and continues to oblige throughout their entire life.
Those not specifically obliged to abstain from
eating meat are encouraged to join in this discipline
to the extent that they are able.

Dias de Abstinencia — Todos los Viernes durante
la Cuaresma son dias de abstinencia de Carne. Hay
una obligacidn seria de observer estas practicas
penitenciales de una forma substancial. La
Abstinencia oblige desde los 14 afios en adelante.
El ayuno es obligatorio desde los 18 afios hasta 59
afos de edad. El ayuno pide que solamente se tenga
una comida completa durante el dia. Se podran
tener dos comidas ligeras para mantener la fuerza,
pero tomadas juntas no deberan igular a otra
comida completa. La conciencia individual debera
decidir si alguna causa para ser excusado es
apropiada.

¢Que es la Cuaresma?

Con el Miércoles de Ceniza, entramos en el tiempo de
Cuaresma. Desde este dia hasta el Jueves Santo, contamos
con cuarenta dias de Cuaresma, sin incluir los domingos.
Cuarenta dias de Cuaresma fue establecido en el cuarto
siglo. La Cuaresma es una invitacion a seguir a Jesus
hacia el desierto a orar, hacer penitencia, y a descubrir,
aceptar y cumplir la voluntad de Dios. Esto es necesario
para el ser humano, ya que la humanidad ha ofendido a
Dios desde que Adan y Eva fueron tentado por la
serpiente y, desobedeciendo a Dios, comieron del fruto del
arbol que estaba en el centro del jardin (1ra lectura: Gen 2,
7-9; 3,1-7). Por eso, Jesucristo comienza Su misién yendo
al desierto, movido por el Espiritu. (Evangelio: Mt 4,1-11)
Inmediatamente, Jesus quiere obedecer a Dios y a ayunar,
haciendo reparacion por la falta de ayuno de nuestros
primeros padres que, desobedeciendo a Dios, comieron
del arbol prohibido. Con Jesus, vencemos al diablo que
busca dominarnos de una forma u otra. Si leemos y
escuchamos la Palabra de Dios con mas frecuencia,
iremos creciendo en la vida de Dios. Tenemos que poner
de nuestra parte para santificarnos y salvarnos. Pensar que
Dios lo haré todo sin nuestra cooperacion es ““tentar al
Sefor, tu Dios.” En estos dias debemos recordarnos de la
importancia de la oracidn, el ayuno y el sacrificio, y las
obras de caridad. Estos medios nos ayuda acercarnos a El.
What is Lent?

With Ash Wednesday, we enter the Lenten Season. From
this day until Holy Thursday, we have forty days of Lent,
not including Sundays. The forty days of Lent was
established in the 4th century. Lent is an invitation to
follow Jesus into the desert to pray, do penance, and
discover, accept and fulfill the will of God. This is
necessary for every human being, because humanity has
sinned against God since Adam and Eve were tempted by
the serpent and, disobeying God, ate of the fruit of the tree
in the middle of the garden (1st reading: Gen 2,7-9; 3,1-7).
For this reason, Jesus Christ, being led by the Spirit,
begins His mission going to the desert. (Gospel: Mt 4,1-
11) Immediately, Jesus wants to obey God and to fast,
making reparation for the lack of fasting of our first
parents that, disobeying God, ate of the prohibited tree.
With Jesus, we defeat the devil who tries to dominate us
one way or another. If we read and listen to the Word of
God more frequently, we will begin growing in the life of
God. We have to put from our part if we want to be
sanctified and saved. To think that God will do everything
without our cooperation is to “put the Lord, your God, to
the test.”” During these days of Lent we must remember
the importance of prayer, fasting and sacrifice, and works
of charity. These means help us grow closer to the Lord.
