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Con los Ojos del Espiritu

Tenemos que aprender a juzgar y a ver las cosas con los
ojos del espiritu, es decir, con los ojos de Dios. Vemos las
cosas de una manera, y Dios, muchas veces, la ve de otra
manera. Nuestros 0jos humanos muchas veces nos dicen
una cosa, cuando nuestros ojos espirituales nos dira otra
cosa. Pero en 2 Cor 5:7 leemos que el creyente debe andar
por fe y no por vista. Dios quiere darnos Su luz para que
podamos ver con Sus 0jos, pues por esta razon, entre
otras, nos dio Su Espiritu. En la 1ra lectura de hoy (1 Sam
16, 1.6-7.10-13) el Sefior le dice a Samuel: “No te dejes
impresionar por su aspecto ni por su gran estatura, pues
Yo lo he descartado, porgue Yo no juzgo como juzga el
hombre. El hombre se fija en las apariencias, pero el
Sefior se fija en los corazones.” De la misma manera, no
podemos dejarnos impresionar por lo que nuestros 0jos
humanos nos muestra muchas veces, especialmente si
estas cosas quieren contradecir la fe y la esperanza que
hemos puesto en Dios o quieren contradecir lo que la
Iglesia Catélica nos ha ensefiado. Necesitamos pedir Su
luz, sabiduria y discernimiento, y seguir a Cristo, la Luz
del mundo, para tener la luz de la vida. “Padre, que Cristo
‘escupe en el suelo' (Evangelio Jn 9,1-41) de nuestras
circunstancias, 'haga lodo con Su saliva,' y 'nos lo ponga
en nuestros 0jos' para que veamos Su gloria en nuestras
vidas, y nuestros ojos, siendo abiertos, sean renovados.
Amén.”

With the Eyes of the Spirit

We need to learn to judge and to see things with the eyes
of the spirit, in other words, with the eyes of God. We see
things one way, and God, many times, sees them another
way. Many times our human eyes tell us one thing, when
our spiritual eyes will tell us something else. However, in
2 Cor 5:7 we read that the believer must walk by faith and
not by sight. God wants to give us His light so that we can
see with His eyes, and for that reason, among others, He
gave us His Spirit. In today's 1st reading (1 Sam 16, 1.6-
7.10-13) the Lord told Samuel: “Do not judge from his
appearance or from his lofty stature, because | have
rejected him. Not as man sees does God see, because man
sees the appearance but the Lord looks into the heart.”” In
the same manner, we cannot allow ourselves to be
impressed by the way things appear, many times, to our
human eyes, especially if these things want to contradict
the faith and the hope we have placed in God or want to
contradict what the Catholic Church has taught us. We
need to ask for His light, wisdom, and discernment, and
follow Christ, the Light of the World, so that we may have
the light of life. “Father, may Christ 'spit on the ground'
(Gospel Jn 9,1-41) of our circumstances, 'make clay with
His saliva,’ and 'smear the clay on our eyes' so that we
may see His glory in our lives, and our eyes, being
opened, become new. Amen.”
