Aunque tenemos el privilegio de elegir, tenemos el
deber como Sus criaturas de tratar de conocer y hacer lo
que EI quiere.

Free Will

One of the greatest gifts that God has given to humanity is
free will. However, this gift has been very problematic all
throughout history. Through this gift of the human will,
Adam and Eve committed the first human sin. God gave
them a commandment but also gave them free will with
which He desired to be obeyed. He desires that His holy
will be done, but does not force us, because He respects
the free will of man. The will of God is that everyone be
saved (Ez 18:23,32) and He always has our best interest in
mind. For this reason He has communicated to us His
Word so that we may know what we must do. “I set
before you here, this day, a blessing and a curse: a
blessing for obeying the commandments of the Lord.. a
curse if you do not obey the commandments of the Lord..”
(1st reading: Deut. 11,18, 26-28, 32) If we want eternal
salvation, our freedom must be used to do the will of God.
Though we have the privilege to choose, we have the duty
as His creatures to try to know and do what He desires.
Jesus said, ““Not everyone who says to Me, 'Lord, Lord,’
will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the one who
does the will of My Father in heaven.” (Gospel: Mt 7,
21-27) Therefore, “do not conform yourselves to this age
but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that you
may discern what is the will of God, what is good and
pleasing and perfect.”” (Rom. 12,2)
