Un dia, nuestra vida terrena terminara. Todos
sabemos el dia en que nacimos, pero nadie sabe
el dia en que morira.

One day, our earthly life will come to an end.
We all know the day we were born, but no one
knows the day he/she will die. Only God
knows. Today’s reading reminds us that we are
“strangers and aliens on earth.” (Hebrews 11:13)
We are, simply, on a journey to eternity, for we
were created by God, for God. If we don't make
an effort to live a holy life, everything will be in
vain. For this reason, Christ exhorts us in today’s
Gospel, “You must be prepared, for at an hour
you do not expect, the Son of Man will come.”

In addition, by
living a life of prayer, sacrifice, and charitable
works, and receiving frequently the Sacrament
of Confession and the Holy Eucharist.
