FORMADO DESDE EL SENO MATERNO

“Por amor a Jacob, Mi siervo, y a Israel, Mi escogido, te
[lamé por tu nombre y te di un titulo de honor, aunque tu
no me conocieras.” (1ra lectura: Is 45:1, 4-6) Asi le hablé
el Sefor a Ciro, a quien El habia ungido. En verdad, antes
de Ilamarlo, Dios ya lo conocia, pues la Palabra dice (Is
44:24) que Dios “lo formo desde el seno materno.” Desde
ahi, Dios nos forma, incluso el titulo que tendremos, o sea,
todo lo que seremos y poseeremos. jQue seria de aquel
pueblo judio a quien Ciro le dio libertad, si su vida
hubiese sido interrumpida antes de nacer! Dios tiene un
propdsito para cada persona humana que esté en el
vientre. La calidad de vida de muchos es afectada
negativamente cuando un nifio nonato en el vientre es
matado, y el Dios de la vida es terriblemente ofendido.
Solo Dios es “el Sefior y no hay otro.” De Dios es la
decisién de cuando empieza y termina la vida humana, no
del hombre, e intentar de decidir esto, por el aborto o la
eutanasia, es tratar de tomar el lugar de Dios. En el
Evangelio (Mt 22: 15-21), Jesus dice: “Den, pues, al
César lo que es del César, y a Dios lo que es de Dios.” A
Dios le pertenece la vida de todo agquel que es concebido
en el seno materno. Ya que cada ser humano, formado al
imagen y semejanza de Dios, le pertenece al Dios
Viviente, su derecho de vivir debe ser respetado y
defendido desde su concepcion hasta su muerte natural.

FORMED FROM THE WOMB

“For the sake of Jacob, My servant, of Israel, My chosen
one, | have called you by your name, giving you a title,
though you knew Me not.” (1st reading: Is 45:1, 4-6) In
this manner the Lord spoke to Cyrus, whom He had
anointed. Truthfully speaking, God already knew Cyrus
even before calling him, for the Word says (Is 44:24) that
God “formed [him] from the womb.” From there, God
forms us, including the title we will have, namely, all that
we will be and all that we will possess. What would have
been of the Jewish people whom Cyrus liberated, had his
life been interrupted before being born! God has a
purpose for every human person that is in the womb. The
quality of life of many people is negatively affected when
an unborn child in the womb is killed, and God is greatly
offended. Only God is “the Lord, there is no other.” It is
God's decision when human life begins and ends, and to
try to decide this, through abortion or euthanasia, is to try
to take the place of God. In today's Gospel (Mt 22: 15-21),
Jesus says, “Repay to Caesar what belongs to Caesar and
to God what belongs to God.” The life of every human
person that is conceived in the womb belongs to God.
Since each person, formed in the image and likeness of
God, belongs to the Living God, his or her right to live
must be respected and defended from conception until
natural death.
