JANUARY 18, 2009 
 

GLORIFIQUEN A DIOS CON EL CUERPO 
Después de haber celebrado la semana pasada la fiesta del 
Bautismo del Señor – en que no solo conmemoramos este 
acontecimiento divino, sino nuestro propio Bautismo – 
hoy el Señor nos invita a “glorificarle con el cuerpo.” (2da 
lectura: 1 Cor 6, 13-15.17-20) Por medio de San Pablo, 
Dios nos habla muy claro que el que ha sido bautizado ya 
no se pertenece: “No son ustedes sus propios dueños, 
porque Dios los ha comprado a un precio muy caro,” 
pues Cristo derramó toda Su preciosa sangre para nuestra 
redención. Todo nuestro cuerpo y nuestro ser debe vivir 
para glorificar al Señor. Entonces, para el Bautizado, “el 
cuerpo no es para fornicar, sino para servir al Señor, y el 
Señor, para santificar el cuerpo.” Nuestros oídos deben 
glorificar al Señor, y no tratar de escuchar conversaciones 
impuras, rumores, chismes, bochinches y murmuraciones 
contra los demás, sino escuchar palabras de Dios y tener 
conversaciones celestiales. De esta manera podremos 
aprender a escuchar la voz del Señor con los oídos del 
espíritu al decirle como Samuel (1ra lectura: 1 Sam 3, 
3-10.19), “Habla, Señor; Tu siervo te escucha.” Nuestros 
ojos también deben glorificar al Señor, y no mirar a otras 
personas inapropiadamente, ni ver imágenes impuras, sino 
mirar con los ojos de los hijos de Dios y ver al Señor en 
los demás. De esta manera, mientras buscamos y 
seguimos más a Jesús, El nos dirá: “Vengan a ver.” 
(Evangelio: Jn 1, 35-42) 
GLORIFY THE LORD WITH YOUR BODY 
After having celebrated last week the feast of the Baptism 
of the Lord – in which we not only commemorated this 
divine occurrence, but our own Baptism- today the Lord 
invites us to “glorify God in [our] bodies.” (2nd reading: 1 
Cor 6: 13c-15a, 17-20) Through St. Paul, God speaks very 
clearly to us that he who has been baptized no longer is 
his own: “you are not your own, for you have been 
purchased at a price,” for Christ shed all of His precious 
blood for our redemption. All of our body and our being 
must live to glorify the Lord. Therefore, for the Baptized, 
“the body is not for immorality” (fornication), “but for 
the Lord, and the Lord is for the body” (to sanctify it). 
Our ears must glorify the Lord, and not try to listen to 
impure conversations, rumors, gossips and offensive 
criticisms against others, but listen to words of God and 
have celestial conversations. In this manner we can learn 
to listen to the voice of God with the ears of the spirit as 
we say to Him, as Samuel did (1st reading: 1 Sam 3, 3b-10, 
19), “Speak LORD, for your servant is listening.” Our 
eyes must also glorify the Lord, and not look at other 
people inappropriately, nor see impure images, but look 
with the eyes of the children of God and see the Lord in 
others. In this manner, as we seek and follow Jesus more, 
He will say to us: “Come, and you will see.” (Gospel: Jn 
1:35-42)
