LO QUE PUEDE NUESTRA FE

Ellos no podian acercarse a Jesus por la cantidad de gente
que habian escuchandolo. Sin embargo, este grupo de
personas tenian fe y sabian que tenian que presentarle a
Jesus al paralitico que llevaban en su camilla (Evangelio:
Mc 2, 1-12). No sabemos de la fe de este paralitico, pero si
sabemos que la fe en JesUs de este grupo de personas era
tan grande que ellos subieron al techo, quitaron parte de él,
y por ahi bajaron al enfermo. Y por la fe de estos cuatro
hombres, Jesus no solo le perdond los pecados al paralitico,
sino que le dijo: “Yo te lo mando: levantate, recoge tu
camilla y vete a tu casa.” Este paralitico nunca hubiera
llegado a los pies del Sefior sin la ayuda de estos hombres.
De igual manera, quizas hay familiares que nunca llegaran
a los pies del Sefior sin nuestra intercesion. Entre aquellos
familiares se pueden encontrar personas que no tienen fe.
Sin embargo, esto no es un obstaculo invencible. jNuestra
fe puede realizar cosas maravillosas en favor de nuestros
seres queridos para la gloria de Dios! Una madre duré mas
de treinta afios orando para que su hijo cambiara su vida y
buscara al Dios vivo. Esta experiencia de Santa Monica
viendo a San Agustin entregarse a Dios no es una
excepcion: Dios quiere y puede hacer lo mismo a través de
ti. Como aquellos hombres de fe, no dejemos de ir ante
JesUs Sacramentado, ni de orar el Santo Rosario, ni de
ofrecer Misas por aquellas personas gue hoy no buscan de
Dios. Tarde o temprano, Jesus lo levantara a una nueva
vida.

WHAT OUR FAITH CAN ACCOMPLISH

They were unable to get near Jesus because of the crowd
that was present listening to Him. However, this group of
people had faith, and they knew that they needed to present
to Jesus the paralytic that they carried on his mat. (Gospel:
Mc 2, 1-12) We do not know anything about the paralytic's
faith, but we do know that this group's faith in Jesus was so
great, that they went up the roof , broke and opened it up,
and let down the mat on which the paralytic laid. And
because of the faith of these four men, Jesus not only
forgave this sick man but commanded: “I say to you, rise,
pick up your mat, and go home.”” This paralytic would have
never gone before Jesus' feet without the help of these four
men. In the same manner, there may be relatives that will
never come before the Lord's feet without our intercession.
Among those relatives there may be people without faith.
However, this is not an insurmountable obstacle. Our faith
can accomplish marvelous things on behalf of our loved
ones for the glory of God! A mother spent more than thirty
years praying for her son, that he may change his life and
seek the living God. St. Monica's experience of seeing St.
Augustine surrender to God is not an exception. God wants
to, and is able to do the same through you. Just as those
men of faith, let us not stop going before the Eucharistic
Jesus, nor stop praying the Holy Rosary, nor stop offering
Masses for those who don't seek God. Sooner or later, Jesus
will rise them up to a new life.
