Durante
toda Su vida mortal, Jesus or6 y obr6 por nuestra
salvacion. Pero El hizo esto particularmente en el
momento mas dificil de Su vida, mientras El estaba
clavado en la Cruz: “Cristo ofrecié oraciones y suplicas,
con fuertes voces y lagrimas, a aquel que podia librarlo

de la muerte, y fue escuchado por Su piedad.” (2da lectura:

JESUS' PRAYER AND SACRIFICE

“Unless a grain of wheat fall to the ground and dies, it
remains a grain of wheat; but if it dies, it produces much
fruit.” (Gospel: Jn 12: 20-33) Our Lord Jesus said these
words after stating that the hour had come for Him to be
glorified. Jesus knew what was coming. He knew of all
the pain and suffering that awaited Him. Nonetheless, He
anxiously desired to suffer for each and every human
person who ever lived and who will live. “Indicating the
kind of death He would die,” He said that He will draw
everyone to Himself when He is lifted up from the earth.
All throughout His mortal life, Jesus prayed and worked
for our salvation. But He particularly did this at the most
difficult time of His life, while being nailed on the Cross:
“He offered prayers and supplications with loud cries and
tears to the One who was able to save Him from death,
and He was heard because of His reverence.” (2nd
reading: Heb 5: 7-9) Today, all who open their hearts to
God and surrender their lives to Him, and try to know and
love Him with all their strength, produce the fruits Jesus
Christ desired to see of His prayers and sacrifice. They
have come to know that the worldly life is an empty,
pointless one, and have come to believe that whoever
hates his 'carnal’ life in this world will preserve [his life]
for eternal life.
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Jesus answered them, ""The hour has come for the Son of
Man to be glorified. Amen, amen, | say to you, unless a
