El Espiritu Santo nos hace testigos de Cristo

“Envia Tu Espiritu, Sefior, y renueva la faz de la tierra,”
cantamos hoy (Salmo 104[103]) en esta gran solemnidad
de Pentecostés. En la 1ra lectura (He 2:1-11) de hoy
escuchamos que los discipulos estaban reunidos en un
mismo lugar y que de repente se oyd un gran ruido que
venia del cielo que resond por toda la casa donde se
encontraban. Estos discipulos, que carecian de sabiduria,
valentia, y &nimo, entre, quizas, otras cosas, recibieron el
fuego y el poder del Espiritu Santo en ese glorioso dia de
Pentecostés. Con uno de los dones del Espiritu Santo que
recibieron - el don de lenguas (1 Co 12:10; 1 Co 14) -
proclamaron las maravillas de Dios con una valentia y una
conviccién admirable. Para esto vino El Espiritu Santo
sobre la Iglesia: para hacer de los discipulos de Jesus
verdaderos testigos. Sin el Espiritu Santo, no podemos
vivir como hijos de Dios, ni siquiera pensar o creer en
Dios. La 2da lectura nos dice que nadie puede decir Jesus
es el Sefior sin el Espiritu Santo. Pero con el Espiritu
Santo podemos pensar, creer, amar, seguir, serviry,
muchas veces, hasta sentir a Dios. Todo cristiano que ha
sido bautizado tiene diferentes dones de servicio, pues ha
recibido al Dador de los dones, el Espiritu de Dios. Como
el Padre envid a JesUs, asi JesUs nos envia a nosotros
(Evangelio: Jn 20:19-23). Con el Espiritu, seremos
testigos mas eficaces, nuestro testimonio del Dios vivo
sera mas poderoso, y los demés se acercaran a Jesus

The Holy Spirit makes us witnesses of Christ

“Lord, send out Your Spirit, and renew the face of the
earth,” is what we sing today (Psalm 104) on this great
solemnity of Pentecost. In today's 1st reading (Acts 2:1-11)
we hear how the disciples were all in one place together
and that suddenly there came from the sky a noise like a
strong driving wind, and it filled the entire house in which
they were. These disciples, who were lacking wisdom,
courage, and encouragement, among, possibly, other
things, received the fire and the power of the Holy Spirit
on this glorious day of Pentecost. With one of the gifts of
the Holy Spirit that they received - the gift of tongues (1
Co0 12:10; 1 Co 14) - they proclaimed the mighty acts of
God with admirable courage and conviction. The Holy
Spirit came upon the Church for this reason: to make of
the disciples of Jesus true witnesses. Without the Holy
Spirit, we cannot live as children of God, and we cannot
even think or believe in God. The 2nd reading tells us that
no one can say, “Jesus is Lord,” except by the Holy Spirit.
However, with the Holy Spirit we can think, believe, love,
follow, serve, and, many times, even feel God. Every
Christian that has been baptized has different gifts of
service, for he has received the Giver of gifts, the Spirit of
God. As the Father has sent Jesus, so Jesus sends us
(Gospel: Jn 20:19-23). With the Spirit, we will be more
efficient witnesses, our testimony of the Living God will
be more powerful, and others will draw nearer to Jesus.
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""But when he comes, the Spirit of truth, he will guide

you to all truth. He will not speak on his own, but he

will speak what he hears, and will declare to you the
things that are coming.” - Jn 16:13
