THE BREAD OF LIFE

In the desert, the people of Israel were hungry, and they
grumbled against Moses and Aaron. (1st reading: Ex 16: 2-
4, 12-15) God had rescued them from slavery in Egypt.
How can He permit these people to die of famine? The
God of Abraham, of Isaac and of Jacob is the same God
who was protecting them, guiding them, and gave them
His Word that He will always fulfill His promises.
Hearing and knowing the needs of His people, the Lord
sent them bread from heaven, so that they may not suffer
hunger. This bread from heaven prefigured the coming of
the Son of God, who was sent by the Father to save us.
Christ, the Bread of Life, satisfies the hunger that every
human being has of God, for we were created by God and
for Him. The human person wants to be happy, wants to
have peace, and wants to be loved. In today's Gospel (Jn
6: 24-35), we hear Christ proclaim an eternal truth: “I am
the bread of life; whoever comes to Me will never hunger,
and whoever believes in Me will never thirst.”” Christ
satisfies the profound hunger and thirst that every human
person has to be happy, to live in peace, and to be truly
loved. God heard and knew the needs of the people of
Israel, and He sent them bread from heaven so that they
may not die of hunger. Christ offers Himself as the bread
of life so that we may have life in Him. This bread is His
very flesh. Therefore, whoever does not go to Him will
always be hungry, and whoever does not believe in Him
will always be thirsty. Only God can fill us completely.
