TWENTIETH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

¢ Como Puede Este Darnos A Comer Su Carne?

En el Evangelio de hoy (Jn 6: 51-58), continuamos escuchar
a JesUs hablando con los judios acerca de El siendo el Pan
de Vida. Cuando El dijo que el pan que El da es Su carne,
los judios se pusieron a discutir entre si: “¢ Cémo puede
Este darnos a comer Su carne?” Esta pregunta, que revela
la incredulidad de algunos y la confusion de otros, es una
que hacen muchos hoy dia que cuestionan la presencia de
Cristo en la Eucaristia. ¢Quién es Ese que dice esto? Es el
Hijo del Dios Viviente que, habiendo sido enviado por el
Padre con quien El es un solo Dios, bajé del cielo y, por
obra del Espiritu Santo, se encarn6 de la Virgen Maria y se
hizo hombre. Si Cristo — quien reveld Su poder dandole de
comer a mas de cinco mil personas con cinco panes de
cebada y dos peces — pudo hacerse hombre, ;c6mo no
puede EIl hacerse comida para nuestra vida eterna? Cristo
habia preparado adecuadamente a los judios para recibir
este mensaje, haciendo sefiales y maravillas que revelaban
Su omnipotencia y autoridad. Algunos eligieron no creer.
Pero, ¢porqué nos da El Su carne para comer? El dice,
“Como el Padre, que me ha enviado, posee laviday Yo
vivo por El, asi también el que Me come vivira por Mi.”
Jesus nos da Su propio cuerpo y sangre como verdadera
comida y bebida por la inmensidad de Su amor. Este amor
lo llevo a sacrificar Su vida por nosotros, para que podamos
tener vida a través de Su muerte y resurreccion, las cuales
celebramos cada vez que participamos en la Santa Misa.
How Can This Man Give Us His Flesh To Eat?

In today's Gospel (Jn 6: 51-58), we continue to hear Jesus
speak with the Jewish people about Him being the Bread of
Life. When He stated that the bread that He gives is His
flesh, the Jewish people quarreled among themselves,
saying, “How can this Man give us His flesh to eat?”” This
guestion, which reveals the disbelief of some and the
confusion of others, continues to be asked today by those
who question the presence of Christ in the Eucharist. Who
is He who says this? He is the Son of the Living God who,
having been sent by the Father with whom He is one God,
came down from Heaven and, by the power of the Holy
Spirit, was born of the Virgin Mary and became man. If
Christ - who revealed His power by feeding more than five
thousand with five barley loaves and two fish - was able to
become man, how can He not be able to become food for
our eternal life? Christ had adequately prepared the Jewish
people to receive this message, by doing signs and wonders
that reveal His omnipotence and authority. Some chose not
to believe. But why does He give us His flesh to eat? He
says, “Just as the living Father sent Me and | have life
because of the Father, so also the one who feeds on Me will
have life because of Me.”” Jesus gives us His very body and
blood as true food and drink because of the immensity of
His love. This love led Him to sacrifice His life for us, so
we may have life through His death and resurrection, which
we celebrate every time we participate in Holy Mass.
