SENOR, ;A QUIEN IREMOS?

““Cuando todos estuvieron en presencia del Sefior, Josué

le dijo al pueblo: 'Si no les agrada servir al Sefior, digan

aqui y ahora a quién quieren servir...En cuanto a mi toca,

mi familia y yo serviremos al Sefior.”” (1ra lectura: Josué

24, 1-2. 15-17. 18) ¢ Qué decision has tomado? ;Servirés,

0 seas, seguiras a Dios, 0 a otros dioses? Estas preguntas
debemos  preguntarnos  seriamente y  contestarla
honestamente. A veces el cristiano puede tratar de agradar a
Dios y al mundo o a la carne al mismo tiempo. Es imposible.
En el Evangelio, Jesus les hace una pregunta semejante a

los Doce, y a través de ellos, a nosotros: ““¢ También

ustedes quieren dejarme?”” (Jn 6, 55. 60-69) JesUs
proclamaba que el pan que El da es Su carne. Por esta

razén muchos dijeron, “¢quién puede admitir eso?”’ y
“muchos de Sus discipulos se echaron para atras y ya no
querian andar con EI.” Pero Jesus no les dijo, “Esperen,

que estoy hablando simbdlicamente,” sino que El se

mantuvo firme en esta Verdad, porque El hablaba
literalmente. Su carne es verdadera comida y Su sangre es
verdadera bebida. La Santa Eucaristia es imprescindible

para nuestra salvacion, y Jesus no iba a modificar esta

verdad para retener algunos discipulos mas. El que quiera
creer, que crea. San Pedro, tomando la palabra por los

Doce, expresé esa decision de creer y confiar, y dijo,

““Sefior, ¢a quién iremos? Tu tienes palabras de vida

eterna; y creemos y sabemos que...eres el Santo de Dios.”
MASTER, TO WHOM SHALL WE GO?

“When they stood in the ranks before God, Joshua addressed
all the people: 'If it does not please you to serve

the Lord, decide today whom you will serve...As for me

and my household, we will serve the Lord.” (1st reading:

Josh 24: 1-2a, 15-17, 18b) What decision have you made?
Will you serve, in other words, follow the Lord, or other
gods? We must seriously ask ourselves these questions

and answer them honestly. Sometimes the Christian can

try to please God and the world or the flesh at the same

time. It is impossible. In today's Gospel, Jesus asks a similar
question to the Twelve, and through them, to us: “Do you
also want to leave?”” (Jn 6: 60-69) Jesus was proclaiming that
the bread that He gives is His flesh. For this reason many
said, “this saying is hard; who can accept it?”” and “many of
his disciples returned to their former way of life and no
longer accompanied Him.”” However, Jesus did not say,

Wait, | am only speaking symbolically,” but He remained
firm in this Truth, because here He was speaking literally.

His flesh is true food and His blood is true drink. The

Holy Eucharist is indispensable for our salvation, and

Jesus was not going to modify the truth in order to retain
more disciples. Whoever wants to believe, believe. Saint
Peter, speaking on behalf of the Twelve, expressed this
decision to believe and to trust, and said, “Master, to

whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal life. We
have come to believe and are convinced that You are the

Holy One of God.”
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Jesus then said to the Twelve, "*Do you also want to
leave?'" Simon Peter answered him, ""Master, to whom
shall we go? You have the words of eternal life. We
have come to believe and are convinced that you are
the Holy One of God." - Jn 6:67-69
