JESUS Y EL CIEGO DE JERICO

*“...Un ciego, llamado Bartimeo, se hallaba sentado al
borde del camino pidiendo limosna. Al oir que el que
pasaba era Jesus Nazareno, comenzd a gritar: “JesUs,
hijo de David, ten compasién de mi.” (Evangelio: Mc 10,
46-52) Es muy probable que este hombre ciego habia
escuchado acerca de Jesus, y acerca de Su poder y Su
sabiduria. El aprovecho el momento presente - ya que no
sabia si él tendria otra oportunidad de encontrarse con
Jesus - y comenz0 a gritar. “Jesus se detuvo entonces y
dijo: “Llamenlo.” El Sefior nunca desoye las suplicas de
las personas que lo invocan con todo el corazon. El
Evangelio de hoy nos muestra la gran bondad y
compasion del Sefior hacia los necesitados. Jesus es rico
en misericordia y quiere lo mejor para nosotros. Asi como
le pregunto al ciego, “¢,Qué quieres que haga por ti?”" el
Sefior también nos pregunta lo mismo. Teniendo el poder
para realizar lo que mas necesitamos, la sabiduria para
saber la mejor manera de responder a nuestra necesidad, y
la bondad para querer siempre nuestro bien, Jesus también
hoy se detiene y pacientemente nos espera. Como el ciego,
debemos siempre aprovechar el momento presente y, en
especial, cada momento de oracién en que nosotros nos
encontramos para invocarle de todo corazén, no
importando que esta pasando en nuestras vidas o alrededor
de nosotros.

JESUS AND THE BLIND MAN FROM JERICHO
“...A blind man, the son of Timaeus, sat by the roadside
begging. On hearing that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he
began to cry out and say, “Jesus, son of David, have pity
on me.” (Gospel: Mk 10: 46-52) It is very likely that this
blind man had heard about Jesus, and about His power and
wisdom. The blind man took advantage of the present
moment - since he did not know whether or not he would
have another opportunity to encounter Jesus - and began
to cry out. “Jesus stopped and said, “Call him.” the Lord
never ignores nor disregards the supplications of those
who invoke Him with all their heart. Today's Gospel
reveals to us the great goodness and compassion of our
Lord towards those in need. Jesus is rich in mercy and
wants what is best for us. Just as He asked the blind man,
“What do you want Me to do for you?”” He also asks us
the same question. Having the power to accomplish what
we most need, the wisdom to know the best way to
respond to our need, and the goodness to always want our
good, Jesus also stops today and patiently waits for us. As
the blind man, we must always take advantage of the
present moment and, especially, every moment of prayer
in which we may find ourselves to invoke Him with all
our heart, regardless of what is happening in our lives or
around us.
