iVELAD!

“Velad entonces, pues no sabéis cuando vendra el duefio
de la casa...no sea que venga inesperadamente y 0s
encuentre dormidos.” (Mc 13:33-37) Hay que estar en
vela - o sea, espiritualmente despiertos - por dos razones.
La primera razon es para que Cristo no nos encuentre
dormidos, es decir, no haciendo nada para la gloria de
Dios y la salvacion de las almas, ni haciendo Su santa
voluntad. La segunda razén es para no caer en las trampas
de Satanés. Tenemos que estar preparados para la gloriosa
venida de nuestro Salvador Jesucristo. A aquellos que
Dios encuentra, en el Gltimo momento de su vida,
trabajando para Su gloria, para la salvacion de las almas, y
haciendo Su santa voluntad, son aquellos que estaran
preparados para entrar al Reino de los Cielos. No
podemos estar dormidos, pues nos dejaremos engafiar y
vencer por este mundo - que esta perdiendo sus valores
morales - y especialmente por la carne y el diablo. En la
noche en que iba a ser entregado, Jesus le dice a Pedro en
el huerto de Getsemani: ““¢No habéis podido velar una
hora conmigo? Velad y orad para no caer en la tentacion,
pues el espiritu es decidido, pero la carne es débil.”” (Mt
26:40-41) Y San Pedro, en su primera carta (Cap. 5, vs 8),
nos exhorta: “Sed sobrios, estad alerta, que vuestro
enemigo, el diablo, como ledn rugiente, ronda buscando a
quién devorar.” Velemos, pues, para que cuando Cristo
venga, nos encuentre resistiendo el mal y haciendo el bien.
WATCH!

“Watch, therefore; you do not know when the Lord of the
house is coming...May he not come suddenly and find you
sleeping.” (Mk 13:33-37) We must be watchful — in other
words, spiritually awake — for two reasons. The first
reason is so that Christ may not find us sleeping and not
doing anything for the glory of God and the salvation of
souls, nor doing His holy will. The second reason is so
that we may not fall into the snares of Satan. We must be
prepared for the second coming of our Savior, Jesus
Christ. In the last moment of our lives, those whom God
finds working for His glory and the salvation of souls, and
doing His holy will, are those who will be ready to enter
the Kingdom of Heaven. We cannot be 'sleeping’, for we'll
risk being deceived and conquered by this world — which
is losing its moral values — and especially by the flesh and
the devil. On the night He was betrayed, Jesus said to
Peter in the garden of Gethsemane: "So you could not
keep watch with me for one hour? Watch and pray that
you may not undergo the test. The spirit is willing, but the
flesh is weak." (Mt 26:40-41) And St. Peter, in his first
letter (Ch. 5, vs. 8) exhorts us: ““Be sober and vigilant.
Your opponent the devil is prowling around like a roaring
lion looking for (someone) to devour.” Let us be watchful
and alert, so that when Christ comes, He may find us
resisting evil and doing good.
