THE REVELATION OF CHRIST IN OUR MIDST
After having begun a new liturgical year with the Season of
Advent followed by the Christmas Season, we celebrate
today the 2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time, within this Sunday
Cycle Year “C.” However, today's Gospel connects us, in
some ways, to the last two Sunday feasts in the Christmas
Season; The Epiphany and the Baptism of the Lord. Today,
we hear the Gospel of St. John speak to us about Jesus and
His Blessed Mother being present in the Wedding feast at
Cana. And as | wrote last week, there is a great connection
between the Epiphany, the Baptism of the Lord, and the
Wedding of Cana, as the Catholic Catechism expresses in
#528. In these three events Christ manifests Himself as the
Messiah and Son of God. In this wedding of Cana, the
Virgin Mary's intercession gives way to Jesus revealing His
glory. Today, many have witnessed the same through the
prayer of the Holy Rosary.

Brothers and sisters: the Lord is manifesting Himself today
in many distinct ways, revealing that He is a powerful, wise
and merciful God. Christ continues to reveal Himself
through the charismatic gifts (2nd reading: 1 Cor 12: 4-11)
that His Spirit distributes to believers — not for any personal
benefit of whomever has received a certain charism, but —
for the edification of all the members of the Church. Pray
without ceasing and, ““Proclaim His marvelous deeds to all
the nations.” (Psalm 96)
