VERDAD Y CARIDAD

Por el Bautismo, el Cristiano participa del triple oficio de
Cristo (Lumen Gentium 10-13): Sacerdote, Profeta, y Rey.
Hoy las lecturas nos dan una gran ensefianza de como
debemos vivir aquella vocacion profética que hemos
recibido en el Bautismo. “Desde antes de formarte en el
seno materno, te conozco; desde antes de que nacieras, te
consagré como profeta para las naciones...”” (1ra lectura: Jr
1, 4-5, 17-19) Un profeta tiene la responsabilidad y la
mision de hablar solo lo que ha venido, o viene, de Dios.
“Cifiete y preparate; ponte en pie y diles lo que Yo te
mando.” (1ra lectura) El debe ser ddcil al Espiritu de la
verdad. Sin embargo, la verdad no puede andar sola, sino
gue debe andar siempre junta con la caridad. La 2da lectura
de hoy (1 Cor 12,31 — 13,13) nos advierte acerca de esto:
“Aunque yo tuviera el don de profecia y penetrara todos
los misterios... si no tengo amor, nada soy.” Tenemos que
ser caritativos y veraces, hablando la verdad con caridad, y
siendo verdaderamente caritativos. No te desanimes si te
llegan momentos en que aparentemente otros rechazan el
testimonio o el mensaje que Dios ha puesto en ti. Esto
también le paso a Jesus (Evangelio: Lc 4, 21-30). Por esta
razon El dijo: “Yo les aseguro gue nadie es profeta en su
tierra,” porque los suyos, en ese momento, mostraban
resistencia. Confia en Dios y, con caridad, habla la verdad
para la gloria de Dios y la salvacion de los demés, que tarde
o0 temprano, tus esfuerzos produciran gran fruto.

TRUTH AND CHARITY

Through Baptism, the Christian participates in the threefold
office of Christ (Lumen Gentium 10-13): Priest, Prophet,
and King. Today's readings give us a great teaching on how
we should live the prophetic vocation we have received in
Baptism. “Before | formed you in the womb | knew you,
before you were born | dedicated you, a prophet to the
nations | appointed you.”” (1st reading: Jr 1, 4-5, 17-19) A
prophet has the responsibility and the mission of speaking
only what has come, or comes, from God. “But do you gird
your loins; stand up and tell them all that I command you.”
(1st reading) He must be docile to the Spirit of truth.
However, truth cannot travel alone, but must always travel
together with charity. Today's 2nd reading (1 Cor 12,31 -
13,13) warns us about this: “If | have the gift of prophecy,
and comprehend all mysteries and all knowledge...but do
not have love, | am nothing.”” We must be truthful and
charitable, speaking the truth with charity, and being truly
charitable. Do not get discouraged if there are moments in
which it seems that others reject the testimony or message
God has put in you. This happened to Jesus (Gospel: Lk 4:
21-30) as well. For this reason He said: ““No prophet is
accepted in his own native place,”” because His own people,
at that moment, were resisting Him. Trust in God and, with
charity, speak the truth for God's glory and the salvation of
others, because sooner or later, your efforts will produce
great fruit.
