TRES PERSONAS, UN SOLO DIOS

Hoy celebramos la fiesta de La Santisima Trinidad. Dios
Padre, por el gran amor que tiene por la humanidad, envid
a Su Unico Hijo Jesucristo, no para condenarnos, sino para
que obtengamos la salvacion por El (Jn 3:16-18). JesUs,
quien fue engendrado, no creado, es la Segunda Persona
de la Santisima Trinidad y fue llamado por el Santo
Tomas, “Sefior mio y Dios mio.”” Durante Su tiempo aqui,
JesUs nos hablé de Su Padre Dios, y también nos habl6 del
Espiritu Santo. ;Como entender este gran misterio de fe de
gue tres personas distintas sean un solo Dios? Por eso es
un misterio, y cada cristiano que ha sido bautizado en el
nombre del Padre, del Hijo, y del Espiritu Santo - como lo
mandé Jesus (Mt 28:19) - debe aceptar y creer este dogma,
no con la razon, sino con la fe. El Dios trino, quien en el
libro de Génesis dijo, “Hagamos al hombre a Nuestra
imagen,” (1:26) y quien es “compasivo y clemente,
paciente, misericordioso y fiel”” (1ra lectura: Ex 34: 4-6, 8-
9), goza de una unidad perfecta, teniendo una esencia 'y
una sustancia absoluta. El triangulo tiene tres lados
iguales. Un lado no es el otro lado, pero sin embargo, los
tres lados forman, no tres tridngulos, sino uno. El agua, en
estado de liquido, hielo o vapor, sigue teniendo la misma
sustancia. Sin embargo, la unidad de la Trinidad es
infinitamente mas perfecta y grande que esto y no se
conocera con nuestra pequefia mente, segin le dijo el nifio
a San Agustin en la playa.

THREE PERSONS, ONE GOD

On this day we celebrate the feast of the Most Holy
Trinity. God the Father, because of the great love he has
for humanity, sent His Only Son Jesus, not to condemn us,
but to save us through Him (Jn 3:16-18). Jesus, who was
begotten, not made, is the second Person of the Holy
Trinity and was called by St. Thomas, “My Lord and my
God.” Jesus, during His time here, spoke to us about God
the Father, as well as the Holy Spirit. How can we
understand this great mystery of faith, that three distinct
persons are one God? This is why it is a mystery, and
every Christian that has been baptized in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit — as Jesus
commanded (Mt 28:19) — must accept and believe this
dogma, not with the use of reason, but with faith. The
triune God, Who in the book of Genesis said, “Let Us
make man in Our image,” (1:26) and who is ““slow to
anger and rich in kindness and fidelity” (1st reading: Ex
34: 4-6, 8-9), enjoys perfect unity, having one absolute
essence and substance. The triangle has three equal sides.
One side is not the other, but, nonetheless, the three sides
form, not three triangles, but one. Water, whether in its
liquid, solid or gaseous state, continues to have the same
substance. Nonetheless, the unity of the Trinity is
infinitely more perfect and greater than this and it cannot
be known with our small minds, according to what the
child told Saint Augustine at the beach.
